STAFFING
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]The 3 Year 3/4 classes will be taught by Mr Clark (St Carlos Acutis Class), Mrs McBeath (St Oscar Romero Class) and Mrs Precious-Egere (St Josephine Bakhita).

DROP-OFF AND COLLECTION
[image: C:\Users\GComerford\AppData\Local\Microsoft\Windows\INetCache\Content.MSO\55F64F38.tmp]The times of the school day will stay the same. Children may be dropped off between 8.35am and 8.45am. Collection is at 3.15pm.
Both St Carlos Acutis class and St Josephine Bakhita class can be collected from their class doors on the game’s playground.
St Oscar Romero class can be collected from the classroom door under the canopy next to the same playground. 
Children will only be allowed to leave the school with people named on their contact list. 
Speak to the office if you think you may need to update this.

LUNCHES AND SNACKS

Hot dinners can still be ordered in the same way, but these are now payable. You can pay for these using ScoPay at a cost of £2.86 per day.
Free school meals are now means-tested (based on your family income), if you feel you may still be entitled to these, contact the office who will advise you on how you can make an online application.

Children may bring in a healthy snack of their own to eat at break time. This must not be crisps or biscuits – instead we recommend a piece of fruit or vegetable sticks.
HOME LEARNING
Children will continue to bring home reading books from school to enjoy. One will be based on their current reading level book band and the other is a ‘free choice’ book from their class library. Children will have the chance to change these on a weekly basis. It is expected that children will continue to read to an adult at home at least 3 times each week (but daily is best!).
Just like in Year 2, children will also have a weekly spelling list to practise at home. 
[image: ]In addition to this, children will be set up with a login to Times Tables Rockstars website – this will be stuck into their reading diaries. This platform will allow children to practise their times tables. If you have any questions, or problems logging in please speak to the teacher. They should aim to practise their tables at least 3 times each week (for 5 minutes each time) – teachers are able to monitor this through the website. Children will also be expected to complete weekly maths homework on MyMaths (just like in Year 2!). Children will receive 1 merit for each of their homework that is completed (Spellings, TTRS, MyMaths, regular reading).
All home learning will be set and checked on a Thursday by children’s class teachers.

One change is that children will now begin to take part in a weekly Spanish lesson. This is taught by our specialist Spanish teacher, Señora Aide on a Monday afternoon.
PE lessons will take place on a Tuesday and Thursday, children are expected to wear their PE kits into school on these days. School PE kit should be a dark green T-shirt, black or dark coloured shorts, leggings or jogging bottoms and a black or dark-coloured sweatshirt/hoodie in the winter months. Sports trainers must also be worn.

Children will also work in groups for reading (much like phonics) and writing. These may change throughout the year based on children’s achievements.
