Geography
Intent
At Corpus Christi, we believe that geography helps to provoke and provide answers to questions about the natural and human aspects of the world. We pride ourselves on providing a creative, enriching and challenging geography curriculum. Pupils are encouraged to develop a greater understanding and knowledge of the world, as well as their place in it. The geography curriculum enables pupils to develop knowledge and skills that are transferable to other areas of the curriculum and which can and are used to promote their spiritual, moral, social and cultural development. Geography by nature is an investigative subject which develops an understanding of concepts, knowledge and skills. We aim to inspire in pupils a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people which will remain with them for the rest of their lives. 
Implementation
[bookmark: _heading=h.gjdgxs]Geography at Corpus Christi is taught over three half termly blocks throughout the year.  Each unit will consist of six weeks including a lessons dedicated to pre skills and summative learning lessons at the end to bring together all the learning of that unit. The Geography Subject leader has identified the pre skills and vocabulary needed in order for pupils to effectively learn the topic. These skills are taught throughout the multiple units to ensure over learning of key national curriculum statements. Our approach is to start a unit with a key question so we adopt an enquiry approach that leads to a clear learning journey. A recap lessons of previous skills is taught at the beginning to ensure their understand how a topic fits into their geography learning journey. Considerations are given as to how greater depth will be taught, demonstrated within lessons and wider topic. When appropriate key skills from other curriculum areas will also be included to transfer skills and deepen understanding. Cross – curricular opportunities are thought out, planned for and utilised. The local area is fully utilised to provide a backdrop for learning opportunities and field work skills development. The aim is to building on children’s understanding of the unique place of Portsmouth in British history and locality. 
Impact
Outcomes in geography and other areas of the curriculum evidence a broad and balanced geography curriculum. Demonstrating pupils’ acquisition of identified key knowledge. Pupils will review their successes in achieving the lesson objective at the end of every lesson and are actively encouraged to pursue additional learning. As the pupils progress through the school they will build on their previous knowledge and develop a deeper appreciation of their local area and its place within the wider geographical context. Regular school trips and visits to the local area, where appropriate provide further relevant and contextual learning. 
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
