Maths Long Term Plans
At Corpus Christi, we use the Hampshire Services Scheme of Learning for Mathematics. These are adapted to meet the needs of our children and therefore exact timings of units may differ.
This is a spiral curriculum, where children will have the opportunity to review previous learning continuously throughout the year and build on these skills to make great progress. 
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
