Science

Through teaching Science, we aim to provide our pupils with the foundations to understand the world around them.
At Corpus Christi Catholic School, Science is about enabling our pupils to experience and observe phenomena in the natural and man-made world. They are encouraged to be curious, ask questions about what they observe and should be helped to understand scientific ideas by using different types of enquiry to answer their own questions. We aim for our children to learn transferrable skills that can be used throughout the curriculum and in their wider life.
Science at Corpus Christi is a fantastic opportunity for children to apply their learning in Mathematics and English, by writing scientific reports or producing graphs to show results from experiments. Children will learn specific scientific vocabulary and use this in class and group discussions. Children at Corpus Christi will get the chance to ‘be scientists’.
Implementation
Early Years Foundation Stage:
Exploration is vital to learning Science and in the EYFS at Corpus Christi, Science should be a practical experience. The Specific Area of Understanding the World in the Early Years Foundation Stage contains the Science objectives which should be covered. Pupils will learn scientific knowledge and vocabulary and be ‘working scientifically’ appropriate to their developmental age. The children’s learning will be recorded on tapestry.
Year One to Year 6 Science Curriculum:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Science is taught in six half-termly blocks throughout the year, focusing on different scientific areas from the National Curriculum. Children receive an afternoon of Science each week, progressing their knowledge and skills over the unit and over the year. As the classes are taught in mixed ages, the curriculum has been carefully organised so that there is a clear progression of skills throughout each phase and across the school - where children can build on their prior learning and overlearn key scientific concepts and knowledge.
Each half-termly block will start with a recap lesson so that children can review prior learning and start the unit with a secure understanding of previous year’s knowledge. Within each block, there are six lessons. Where possible, children in all year groups will have the opportunity to plan and carry out enquiries, both in the classroom, using school grounds and using the local area. Teachers model the use of scientific vocabulary in every lesson and children are expected to use these words in both verbal and written answers.
Impact
The Science curriculum has been organised to ensure a progression of both knowledge and working scientifically skills, allowing children to practise these skills throughout every block. As children grow within the school, they will be able to progress from asking questions, taking part in enquiries and

talking about what they see, to planning their own enquiry questions, ensuring they carry out a fair enquiry and recording and presenting data.
Children’s knowledge will be evident through their use of scientific vocabulary to both explain and discuss what they have learnt in each block.
